Stewardship Sentence: As disciples living in a broken world, we faithfully steward our vocation, trusting God to bring His purposes to completion

Scripture: “Even the hairs of your head are all numbered.” — Matthew 10:30 

Stewardship Sentence: As disciples who are fully known by God, we live with confidence, stewarding His gifts with trust rather than fear.

Scripture: “He who sows sparingly will also reap sparingly.” — 2 Corinthians 9:6

Stewardship Sentence: Trusting in God’s promises, we sow generously, knowing He multiplies every gift for His purposes.

Stewardship Sentence: Freed from fear by Christ’s presence, we give boldly and live confidently as stewards of His grace.

Scripture: “My house shall be called a house of prayer.” — Matthew 21:13
Stewardship Sentence: As God’s people, we support His house and mission through faithful giving and prayerful devotion.
